PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 
Firstly, it is with great pleasure that I formally accept the position of Principal of 
Hallam Valley Primary School.  I would like to take this opportunity to thank the 
staff, students and community who have offered their congratulations to me since 
my appointment.  
As you can imagine, a new Principal does mean that there will be some changes 
made over time and as the Department of Education and Early Childhood 
Development implement new ideas, these too will impact on what is going on at 
our school.  This term the staff and School Council have been working on the 
writing of our new Student Engagement Policy which is a DEECD directive.  This 
policy has been trialled since July 2009 and is to be completed for operation in 
2010.  At present this policy is in the consultation stage with School Council and 
will be available on the school’s website by December this year ready for full 
implementation in 2010.  As part of this policy the school is revising its Discipline 
Procedures (Behaviour Rubric) and Consequences for Misbehaviour that impact 
on the safety and learning of others. 
Changes to the HVPS Behaviour Rubric have been made to enhance its 
implementation and effectiveness.  Copies of the revised Behaviour Rubric and 
Implementation Strategy have been attached to this newsletter as both form part 
of the new Student Engagement Policy. 
As Principal of Hallam Valley Primary School I would like to have all staff and 
community members well versed on the language contained in the Behaviour 
Rubric and the Consequences for Misbehaviour.  This week Mrs Woods and I 
will be explaining the changes to the students so that they too are well aware of 
the new Behaviour Rubric and consequences. 
My aim is for Hallam Valley Primary School to be a community where people are 
SAFE, HAPPY and LEARNING. Any person interfering with another’s right to be 
safe, happy and learning can rightfully expect to be ‘Digging a hole’ for 
themselves (See the attached sheet – Levels of Consequence) and with this 
comes consequences as outlined in the Behaviour Rubric. 
I trust that all community members will support the school in our attempts to 
make Hallam Valley Primary School a safe, happy, orderly and an effective place 
for learning. 
Please look over the accompanying documents and should you have any 
concerns regarding this policy and/or the Behaviour Rubric please make an 
appointment time with myself or Helene Woods the Acting Assistant Principal to 
discuss these concerns.
