Student safety is of the utmost importance to me and | am not
prepared to put the staff or students in a situation where the duty of care is not
satisfactory and organisation details are not well and truly sorted out prior to the event.
Please be aware that we WI|| not be accepting any late notices for excursions or
incursions as of Monday 26" October. |will also ensure that the staff provides
adequate time for notices being returned and that they remind students prior to the event
that their notice is still to be handedin. Pl ease keep an eye on t
